GUIDELINES

Livingston Youth Trust provides financial assistance to individual young people from Livingston as a contribution towards their advancement in the specific fields of the Arts, Sport and Music.  The Trust also considers general applications from individuals, groups of young people and from organisations working with young people and based in Livingston.  However such general applications must be clearly presented and have specific benefits for young people.  Applications for general subsidy will not be considered.

Grants are open to all young people under the age of 21 or organisations working with young people under the age of 21 with an active interest in a chosen field, but where the individuals or organisations are not in a position to develop that interest from their own resources.

Individual Applicants to the Youth Trust must have a permanent home address in Livingston including students attending an educational establishment away from home, but who return to Livingston outwith term time.

The Youth Trust can provide one-off grants towards an individual taking part in educational, cultural and sporting activities or training programmes which are likely to develop or enhance their abilities.  For example, assistance may be given to an individual attending a one-off Outward Bound Training Course or to an individual attending the Royal Scottish Academy of Music and Drama for long term study.

HOW TO APPLY

Simply complete the application form attached to this leaflet and return to the address shown.  When completing the form, please make sure that you give as much detail as possible.  If there is not enough space on the form please attach the extra information on a separate sheet of paper, securely fastened to the application form.

Livingston Youth Trust aims to further the interests of young people in Livingston and over the years has helped a large number realise their potential.   Applicants must give full details of why a grant is required and how it will benefit them.  The young person or persons applying must complete all aspects of the form.  Applicants should apply only once per financial year and not more than twice in total.

If for any reason a young person cannot complete the form, then a parent or guardian or other appropriate adult can make the application on the young person’s behalf.  This should be clearly indicated at the point of application.  

Additional grant conditions will be notified if an application is successfully.
